KPIs

As many of you would now be aware the Australian Services Union (ASU) met with World Vision (WV) management on Monday along with committee rep Merv Roach to discuss concerns raised by staff regarding the proposed KPIs. The ASU initiated this meeting at the request of many of our members who had various concerns about the new system.

Although time was limited, after going through the specifics of many of the KPIs and ascertaining the overall intention of the system, WV agreed to go back to employees in team meetings in order to consult about and explain the KPIs.

World Vision pointed out in the meeting that “you (the employees) have the final say”. 

The ASU understands that given this opportunity to have your collective voice heard, staff at WV have indeed expressed their concerns and queries. The ASU is available to members at any stage, for assistance regarding the new KPIs

Employee Rights

Amongst many other rights that Australian workers have, the right to freedom of association is as important to be aware of as any other law. 
Freedom of association deals with your right to join or not to join a union, free from discrimination, harassment or any other adverse action. The ASU has been made aware of a few occasions when employees have felt that it would be looked down upon if they were to join the ASU, or that they’ve been actively discouraged to join. 

Please remember that joining or not joining a union is your right and the law protects this right. Union members who have concerns about any adverse treatment they experience for being a member should contact their union immediately and can also contact the Fair Work Ombudsman.
